When Not to Rebuke 
 
Insights into the parsha from Rav Meir Simcha HaKohen, rav of Dvinsk and author of the Ohr 
Sameach on the Rambam. 
 
Moshe Rabbeinu rebuked the military commanders for permitting the mature women of Midian to live 
subsequent to the conquest of Midian (Bamidbar 31:14) - in fact they were taken into captivity. Being 
responsible for the sin of Ba'al Peor (idolatry facilitated by intimate relations), the Midianite women 
should have been killed. 
 
It is noteworthy that Moshe did not rebuke the over-all military commander- Pinchas! As the individual 
who led the battle, he is the natural address for this shortcoming. 
 
In certain wars it is permitted to take control of a woman from the defeated nation (eshet yifat to'ar). 
The sages of the Talmud debate about whether or not this applies to Kohanim (priestly) warriors as 
well (Tractate Kiddushin 21b; Kohanim are prohibited to marry mature converts). Thus, Pinchas, a 
Kohen, was not comfortable in protesting the soldier's abstention from killing the Midianite women. 
Were he to rebuke them, they would have responded, "Of course you are keen to kill them - they are 
forbidden to you, due to your status as a Kohen!". 
 
The non-Kohen officers- who normally would be permitted to take an eshet yifat to'ar- should have 
seen to the death of the Midianite women. Their lack of vigilance in achieving this goal was subject to 
the rebuke of Moshe. 
 
Thus, only an individual who "can enter the shoes" of the other fellow is fit to deliver words of rebuke.
