External and Internal Spiritual Health 
 
Insights into the Haftara from Rav Meir Simcha HaKohen, rav of Dvinsk and author of the Ohr 
Sameach on the Rambam. 
 
"If your sins will be before Me as (red) threads, they will become white as snow. If they will become 
red as a snail, they will become (white) as wool" (Isaiah 1:18). The message of this verse is that our 
sins (=red) will be forgiven via our repentance, achieving a state of purity (=white). Why are two 
phrases required to convey this lesson? 
 
The Talmud Yerushalmi (Tractate Shabbat 9:3) reveals that the first phrase refers to the era of the 
First Beit HaMikdash (Holy Temple); the second phrase relates to the time of the Second Beit 
HaMikdash. On Yom Kippur a red thread was placed in the Beit HaMikdash (at the entrance to the 
hallowed hall Heichal) that would be transformed to white, contingent upon Hashem granting us 
atonement. Why is there a distinction between the two Batei Mikdash concerning this transformation? 
 
The Sages of the Talmud (in Tractate Yoma, 9b) contrast the prevalent sins of the eras of the Batei 
Mikdash. The First Beit Mikdash was destroyed due to transgressions of the three cardinal sins - 
idolatry, sexual misconduct and murder. Baseless hatred (sinat chinam) and informing upon each 
other (malshinut) brought about the destruction of the Second Beit Mikdash. 
 
Despite the atrocious external state, the Jewish People during the First Beit HaMikdash possessed an 
internal bill of spiritual health. Love of the Torah and of fellow Jews ruled the day. While the Prophet 
Elijah was on the run from the assassins of Achav and Eyzevel, no one informed on his whereabouts. 
Indeed, in the generation of Achav we were successful in military pursuits due to the prevalent social 
cohesion (Talmud Yerushalmi, 1:5). Likewise, at great personal risk, King Achav refused to surrender 
the Torah to the King of Amon (Tractate Sanhedrin 102b). 
 
Our sins resembled a thread dyed red. To outside appearances we were consumed by sin. However, 
in essence we were pure. Therefore, upon embarking upon repentance (teshuva) we attained a status 
of white - pure as (pre-pollution) snow. 
 
The era of the Second Beit HaMikdash - despite outwards appearances signified by Torah scholarship 
and good deeds - suffered from dismal internal corruptions. Sinat Chinam and malshinut afflicted our 
inner selves. 
 
A snail appears red due to the blood that runs through its' veins. The state that can be aspired towards 
is similar to wool - an imperfect, non-sparkling white. Indeed, the Second Beit HaMikdash was rebuilt 
merely 70 years subsequent to the destruction of the First Beit HaMikdash. We are still waiting for the 
construction of the Third Beit HaMikdash. 
 
May we return to Hashem on all fronts and serve Him with snow-white purity!
