The Goal of the Desert Experience

Insights into the parsha from Rav Meir Simcha HakKohen, rav of Dvinsk and author of the
Ohr Sameach on the Rambam. From Rav Rauven Ungar d Sha@vim

"And Hashem has not given you a heart to understand and eyes to see and earsto listen until
this day" (D euteronomy, 29:3).

As has been discussed in the past (Parshat Ki Tisa in relation to the Sin of the Golden Calf,
Parshat Shlach regarding to the Sin of the Spies), the J ewish People mistakenly ascribed to

M oshe Rabeinu independent powers. We did not recognize that M oshe received his talents
from Hashem (whom serve exclusively, and trust to enable usto conquer The Land of Israel).

The sages of the Talmud reveal that the above verse relates to the day of the passing of M oshe
Rabeinu. Thus, specifically on this day was it apparent that M oshe was mortal after all. Our
alegiance is to Hashem; He is the sole source of life and the M aster who Oversees all.

| ndeed- now we were truly equipped with an understanding heart.

Theversesin Chapter 29indicate the nature of the desert (midoar) experience in contrast with
the lifestyle appropriate to The Land of Israel. The first two versesrefer to the miraculous
events that transpired during the Exodus from Egypt. Verses four and five depict the
supernatural conditions of our stay in the midbar- our clothes remained intact, our shoes did
not wither, and we did not consume bread, wine or beer.

A truly exalted, non-worldly existence. Isthis our ideal lif estyle?

No! The above conditions were orchestrated to enable us to realize that "I am Hashem, your
G-d (Eldkaydhan)". The name "Elckim" connotes that Hashem is M aster of the physical world
as well. The supernatural events of the Exodus and of our say in the midoar inculcate us with
the knowledge that Hashem is the Source of all. We are required to tranglate that belief into
serving Him in the physical, natural world.

Our stay in the midbar was similar to alaboratory. All is apparent and clear. In asetting that
clearly establishes the Rule of Hashem, anyone would serve Him. The god is to worship
Hashem in anatural environment. Living and serving Hashem in The Land- in the "real
world"- constitutes the realization of our god.
